Travel to the Holiday Inn, Corstorphine Road, Edinburgh

Air

The hotel is on the main road to the airport and direct route of the airport buses. 

Rail

Please note that Edinburgh has 2 railway stations, Waverley and Haymarket.   If you are travelling directly to the hotel, you should ensure your train stops at Haymarket station as it is nearer.  You can either get a bus or taxi heading west to the hotel on Corstorphine Road.  

Bus

The airport bus will also stop at Edinburgh Zoo.  The fare from the airport is about 4.00 single or 5.00 return.  

For Lothian buses within the city, there is a standard fare of 1.00 GBP for each single journey and you must give the exact fare – no change is given.  You should alight at the bus stop for the Edinburgh Zoo as the hotel is adjacent to the Zoo.  Bus numbers 26 and 31  pass along to Princes Street, Edinburgh’s main shopping thoroughfare, and the number 12 bus passes close to Princes Street. 
Taxi

A taxi from the airport to the hotel may cost approximately 15.00 GBP to 20.00 GBP.

A taxi to the hotel from Haymarket Railway Station will cost approx 8.00 GBP and approximately 10.00 from Waverley railway station.

Please note that as there is more than one Holiday Inn in the city, you should inform the driver that you are travelling to the Holiday Inn on Corstorphine Road, near Edinburgh Zoo.
