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Much is lost when we do not politicize Black girls’ math education. Centering Black 
girls as knowledge producers through a critical analysis of their experiences is 
necessary. I aim to bridge-build and inspire all to listen, reflect, ask questions, and 
then act in solidarity with Black girls to realize their limitless possibilities in 
mathematics.
